Scenic Routes 

 AL-281 (Talladega Scenic Drive): Mountain ridgeline views, trailheads, overlooks 

 Cheaha Skyway: Ideal for photography, fall foliage, sunrise and sunset drives 

 Highway 49: A quieter alternative route with wildflower-lined shoulders in spring 

 

Must-See Natural Attractions 

 Cheaha Mountain: Alabama’s highest point with boardwalk trails and 360° views 

 Devil’s Den Falls: A scenic and accessible waterfall hike near Lake Chinnabee 

 Lake Chinnabee: Perfect for kayaking, fishing, swimming, or a relaxing picnic 

 

Top Hiking Trails 

 Rock Garden Trail (1.4 mi): Steep and rocky; best for panoramic sunset views 

 Bald Rock Trail (0.6 mi): ADA-accessible boardwalk ending in sweeping overlooks 

 Pinhoti Trail Segment (6–15 mi): Best for experienced hikers; connects to AT 

 Chinnabee Silent Trail (7.3 mi): Features waterfalls, wildflowers, and footbridges 

 

Camping & Cabins 

 Cheaha State Park Cabins: Rustic with kitchens, porches, and sunrise views 

 Lake Chinnabee Campground: Lakeside camping with fire rings and picnic tables 

 Primitive Camping: Dispersed options in Talladega National Forest (no permit needed) 

 



Trip Planning Tips 

 Best Seasons: 
o Spring (Mar–May): Waterfalls full, wildflowers blooming 

o Fall (Oct–Nov): Colorful foliage, perfect temps for hiking 

 Pack Essentials: 
o Layered clothing, hiking boots, first-aid kit, map app 

o Offline maps (cell signal is limited in forested areas) 

o Trash bags — Leave No Trace! 

 

2 Day Talladega Itinerary 

Day 1: 

 Drive along AL-281 (Talladega Scenic Drive) 

 Hike the Bald Rock Trail 

 Sunset hike to Pulpit Rock via Rock Garden Trail 

 Overnight stay at Cheaha cabin or primitive tent site 

Day 2: 

 Morning hike: Chinnabee Silent Trail to Devil’s Den Falls 

 Picnic lunch at Lake Chinnabee 

 Scenic drive back via Cheaha Skyway
